Arrival check-in and check-out times
The Function Rooms and Kitchen are available from 5 pm the night before the wedding. Function rooms and kitchen must be vacated by 11 am on the day of departure.  

Bedroom accommodation check-in from 5 pm, check-out by 11 am on the day of departure.  We will endeavour to have the bedrooms ready earlier but this cannot be guaranteed.

~ Towels are provided in all the bedrooms.

~ Tea and coffee making facilities are available in the bedrooms.

~ We can accommodate up to 15 tents on site at a cost of £10 per pitch. Toilet facilities   and a shower are available.

We ask that Folly Farm be returned at 11 am on the morning of departure as it was found.  This implies that all rubbish be bagged, all crockery, cutlery and glassware be washed, and that the kitchen, function rooms and public areas be left as found.  Please note that you will be charged additionally should the kitchen and function rooms not be left in a suitable state.  You will also be liable for a surcharge should your guests not vacate the premises by 11h00
Traffic leaving the premises after the evening celebration - We ask that you inform all guests attending your celebration for the evening to please leave Folly Farm in a quiet and respectful manner, especially when driving away from the farm. Once again, this will help reduce any unnecessary disturbance to the resident neighbours and local community.

Bar services 

All three preferred caterers can manage your reception drinks and evening bar services. 

Alternatively, you can run your own bar but you cannot take money on that bar unless a licensed bar tender is on the premises.  If it is a free bar then two responsible people must be in charge of the bar area to prevent misuse of the property and of alcohol. (We require copies of the personal bar licences, public liability insurance, and health and safety certificates from all caterers and licensed bar staff).

There is no corkage charge if you choose to bring your own wine, but glassware  and service staff would need to be organised by yourselves and your chosen caterer.

Catering and Banquet Stock 

We have place settings for 100 people:

Knife, fork, dessert spoon

Plate and side-plate 

Champagne flute, wine glass, water glass and beer glass.

Stock offered is not a matching set - so item sizes, design and colour may vary (all breakages will be charged for at the current market value). This stock is made available to use when catering for guests at mealtimes other than the Wedding Breakfast, i.e. Saturday breakfast, Sunday Breakfast.

You  may wish to discuss crockery, cutlery and glassware requirements with your caterers.  (All three of our preferred caterers include these items in their packages).  

Function Rooms 
OAK ROOM

Civil Ceremony - this barn can accommodate a maximum of 100 people (excluding the Registrar and Bride and Groom) seated for a Wedding Ceremony.  If this room is to be used for the Wedding Breakfast as well then please consider that there is 3 hour (approx) turnaround after the ceremony for the caterers to set up the room for the Wedding Breakfast.  

Wedding Breakfast - the Oak Room can seat a maximum of 70 people on 7 round tables (10 guests per table) for the Wedding Breakfast.

Room dimensions - are 15m long x 7m wide.  Approx area -105m2.  Ceiling height - 4.2m.

WILLOW ROOM

Civil Ceremony - this barn can accommodate 55 people seated for a Wedding Ceremony. 

Wedding Breakfast - it can seat a maximum of 30 people for the Wedding Breakfast.  Together with the Oak Room these rooms can seat 100 people for the Wedding Breakfast.

Room dimension - is 7m long x 3.2m wide.  Approximate area -25m2.  Ceiling height- 3.7m.

THE OLD DAIRY

Civil Ceremony - this room can accommodate 50 people seated for a Wedding Ceremony.  It has a stone fireplace with a log burner, which can be used during colder months.

Room dimension is 7m long x 3.7m wide.  Approximate area is 25m2.  Ceiling height is 2.7m.

~ Numbers noted above are determined by the local authority and cannot be exceeded.

~ CD player is available for music to make an entrance to.  Someone needs to be made responsible for providing the music and for hitting the Play and Stop button.

~ The maximum number of guests for the evening party is 150.
Licence Laws
MUSIC 
To help maintain a satisfactory level of maximum sound/noise levels, we have an instrument called a noise limiter. All PA, amplifiers and music systems will plug in to this system to enable the sound level to be capped at approximately 90 dB on the dance floor (this is the same level of sound that is accepted at a regular night club). 
 Live and recorded music is only permissible until midnight (as per our terms and conditions) and any music played after this time must be done at a considerably reduced volume, so as not to be audible from outside the function room.
The set up of music systems are to be situated only in the Oak room and music in outside marquees is not permitted, due to the noise disturbance it causes.

~ the earliest time that a Civil Ceremony can be held is 9 am, and the latest time is 5 pm.

For legal reasons a Civil Ceremony has to be performed inside a licensed room.  If a Bride and Groom desire a ceremony outside, we suggest a Registry Office wedding a few days before coming to Folly Farm.  Full advantage can then be taken of the beautiful outside spaces we have here as the Bride and Groom celebrate their union with a Humanist Blessing (which can be a re-enactment of the Registry Office ceremony and/or contain other elements relevant to the Bride and Groom).

We have three 240v outdoor plugs in the archway adjacent to the grass area.
Miscellaneous 
Provisional bookings are held for two weeks, until the Booking Form, deposit (non-refundable) and signed Terms and Conditions are received by us.  Balance of the wedding package cost is to be paid before/upon arrival.

We recommend Event Insurance Services for your event - 0800 515980, www.events-insurance.co.uk (our reference number MM0018), as you will be liable for a percentage of the package price once terms and conditions have been agreed. 

We have room for outdoor play equipment, such as Bouncy Castles and Bungee Runs, but we require a copy of the certificate of liability insurance from the inflatable's provider. 

Parking - full-size coaches can access the lower (main) car park.  We request that, for Fire Safety reasons, all cars also park in the main car park.  The wedding cars and cars containing the elderly or not-so-able can come up to Reception to drop off, but they then need to be returned to the car park as well.

~  further parking is available on adjacent fields alongside the car park, with prior arrangements with the centre director. 

As Folly Farm is a wildlife nature reserve  we cannot allow dogs, even well-behaved ones on leads.

Fireworks, paper floating sky lanterns and any type of confetti and campfires are also not permitted.  We do allow manned fire pits on site - contact Scott Fearn at scott@tipievents.co.uk for more details. 
Hay bales for seating are available at extra cost, currently £5 per bale, this includes delivery and pick-up. 

~ the quantity required must be confirmed at least 1 week before the event.

Balloons and / or signs can be placed at the entrance to  Folly Farm, but as with all other decorations, we ask that they be removed by 12 noon on the day after the wedding.

Tables, chairs and set up 
Folly Farm can supply 8 x 5'6" round tables for a Wedding Breakfast, which seat a maximum of 10 people each (6 round tables and a top table would seat 70 people in the Oak Room).  

 ~ Square white table cloths (90cm x 90 cm) are available by prior arrangement and full length round white table cloths are available at extra cost.  

Folly Farm also has 6 fold-up trestle tables (which seat 8 people per table) and 3 high chairs.

The banqueting chairs (100 of them) are a light washed wood colour with black velour seating pads (alternative seat pad colours can be hired for approx £2.50 per pad). 

Staff at Folly Farm will move the tables and chairs into the room as requested for the Wedding Breakfast and Civil Ceremony.  The setting out of cutlery, crockery, glassware and floral arrangements is to be agreed between the Bride and Groom and the caterers.  Arrangements for the evening to be organised by the Bride and Groom, but the Folly Farm staff will store away any tables and chairs that are not needed after the wedding breakfast.
